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Teams have been divided into an AM wave and a PM wave. 
18’s & 14’s  PM wave (3:00 PM) 
16’s & 12’s: AM wave (8:30 AM) 
 
Start times for the 2nd – 4th day will vary for the girls. 
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18’s & 16’s: AM wave (8:30 AM) 
 
The format for the boys is pool play for day one and playoff brackets on day two.  All games will 
be best 2 out of 3 rally score games to 25 points with the third game, if necessary, to 15 points.  
A team must win by 2 points and there is no cap. 
 
Start times will be at 8:30 AM for the Boys on both days. 
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For all two-way ties on match play within a pool, the team which won the pool play match (head 
to head results) between the two tied teams will be used to break the tie. 
 
For all three-way ties on match play within a pool, the tie will be broken by comparing the 
team’s match record, then game record (Win/Loss Percentage results) = Games Won divided by 
total number of games played. 
 
* If two teams remain tied, (Win/Loss Percentage) head-to-head results between the two tied  
   teams will be used to break the tie. 
* If three teams remain tied, point differential among the tied teams will be used to break the tie. 
* If all three teams still remain tied, the tie is broken by flipping a coin.  
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A 10 minute warm-up (includes ball handling, hitting, and serving) will be allowed ONLY 
before a team’s first match of the day.  A 5 minute shared warm-up (hitting only with no ball 
handling or serving) will be enforced throughout the remainder of pool play. 
 
During warm-ups, teams will be allowed to hit ONLY from their side of the court.  This includes 
hitting out of the middle.  The warm-up period will be stopped if a team is not complying with 
this policy.  Any problems should be brought to the attention of the tournament director or 
referee.  This procedure was adopted to avoid serious injury. 
 
Each team will be required to have at least two ball retrievers opposite their hitting line.  The 
retrievers will stand on the side of the net opposite their hitting line.  Due to insurance and 
liability reasons, retrievers must be NCVA-registered members ONLY.

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A teams’ failure to have an officiating crew available, on time for a match officiating assignment 
could result in the team having to forfeit the first game of its next match.  
 
For every minute an officiating team is late to fulfill its assignment, one point will be awarded to 
that team’s next opponent in the first game of the next match for up to 25 points.  No more than 
25 points will be awarded to the teams’ next opponent, even if the team designated to officiate 
misses the entire match.  The time that determines how many penalty points are assessed begins 
at the start of the receiving team’s warm-up.  A team will forfeit its entire next match for failing, 
a second time, to have an officiating crew available, on time for an officiating assignment. 
 
The above procedure will apply to teams which are late for their officiating assignments.  Teams 
which are late for their playing assignments may be forfeited.  We RECOMMEND that all teams 
plan to arrive before the start of a wave even if the team is NOT SCHEDULED to play the first 
round – JUST IN CASE of a late cancellation or format adjustment. 
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A team’s failure to arrive on time for their scheduled match could result in the team having to 
forfeit the match.  For every minute up to 15 minutes, a team will lose one point per minute for 
the match.  After 15 minutes, the team will forfeit the first game.  The process will repeat for the 
second game. 
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First referees will be provided.  Teams will be required to provide a second referee, two 
linespersons and two scorekeepers.  Coaches, a club director or a team representative is required 
to be at courtside while their team is officiating and they all must be members of the NCVA or a 
region of USA Volleyball.  Please note the penalty above for teams missing officiating duties. 
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Trainers are available at the tournament in between Building C and Building D.  Most of their 
services are free, but they will charge for their supplies.  If you have your own supplies, they will 
use them if you want. 
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Award T-Shirts will be given to 1st Place winners in EACH playoff bracket provided by No 
Dinx. 
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Food will be available by various vendors outside of the Pavilion.  Outside food and drinks are 
allowed at the California Exposition, but not in the buildings.  No dogs are allowed.  This applies 
to all participants and spectators.  Coaches, please inform everyone associated with your team.  
Penalties may be issued if a team is found dis-obeying these rules.
